The Library operates in five service 
centers located namely: Barclays Library, at the East-End ; Library computer laboratory 
specifica lly for accessing electronic resources near Main Hall East; West-End Library; 
Facu lty of Education Library and Faculty of Special Needs and Rehabilitation Library. The 
library serves over 22,000 resident students, the academic staff and members from its 
affiliated institutions throughout Uganda. 

The Library supports the University's core activities of; teaching, learning, research 
and community outreach. The Library creates a conducive learning environment for 
quality and innovative education. The library has adopted information communication 
and technology (ICT) to improve access and deliver of library and information services 
effectively through diversified collection and electronic resources subscribed through the 
Consortium of Uganda University libraries and integrated with KOHA and the e-Kampus 
platform.
